


Economic Key Factor

Worldwide air traffic growth is directly related

to economic growth. Generally, a growth of

1% in GDP corresponds to a 1÷2.5 %

increase in air traffic demand. Over the next

20 years the global economy is predicted to

grow at a rate of 3.3 % .
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BRIC countries and Asia are growing the

most, while North America and Europe will be

below the worldwide average.
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During the next 20 years the main factors that will impact the

aviation market are:

- Economic growth that will continue to drive the demand for

the worldwide aviation market,

- The increasing demand for environmental sustainability,

- The increasing demand from emerging countries,

- Fuel price and energy issues,

-Availability of new technologies,

- Politics.

The two most important factors for Airlines will continue to be

cost reduction & profitability.
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Air traffic demand is also correlated to air

fares. Airline yields have traditionally been

one of the most important drivers for the

market. According the research conducted

by the French authority, DGAC, the growth in

the last 20 years can be justified by a mix of

price reduction and economic growth.
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The Regional Market
The regional air transport market is the most

dynamic and complex one. During the last 15 years

the regional market grew twice the mainline

airlines’one and is forecasted to increase its traffic

by about 6-7% yearly over the next 20 years. In

2009 worldwide air carriers transported more than

2 billion passengers and 15% of them were carried

by regional airlines. About 3300 Regional Jets

aircraft are flying all around the word.
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While during the past ten years all the delivered

regional jets were in the 50 seat market, today only

100 seat regional jets are ordered by different

customers due to their lower operating cost per

seat. The result of two main Regional Airline’s

goals (to reduce costs per-seat & augmented

capacity) has a benefit in 60-100 seat a/c segment.

Airlines are utilizing bigger regional jets –thanks to

their improved performance and lower operating

costs – in rightsizing operations also on some

routes once flown by narrow body aircraft .

The average stage length of regional routes has

significantly grown in the last years both in Europe

and North America.
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The regional market is growing year by year

acquiring market share versus mainline ones also

during crisis periods.
